Dear Parent/Carer
Yr 11 GCSE Geography trip to Cabot Circus Tuesday 20 January 2026
We are planning to take our Year 11 GCSE Geography students on a visit to Cabot Circus on 20 January in Bristol, to complete some Human Geography fieldwork. This trip will enable students to complete fieldwork in preparation for their examinations. Students will carry out a geographical investigation to develop their skills in fieldwork, data collection and presentation, analysis and evaluation. We expect all students to participate in this visit as fieldwork is a compulsory element of their GCSE course.
We will be travelling by coach, which will leave from school. The visit will take place during the school day, so students who travel to and from school by bus will be able to use the buses as normal. Students need to wear school uniform and must be appropriately dressed for the day. As parts of Cabot Circus are outside, please ensure your child is prepared for the weather, for example with waterproofs if needed.
Students will also need to bring a packed lunch. Please ensure your child has enough food and a drink to last for the whole school day. Alternatively, students may bring money to purchase food, but please be aware that they may be time limited if they encounter large queues at food outlets.
The cost of the trip is £15.00. Please note all trip payments are non-refundable unless the school has cancelled due to the trip being undersubscribed.  If your child is eligible for Pupil Premium funding assistance, the trip will be reduced to £7.50.
If you would like your child to participate, please pay via Parentpay by bank transfer or debit/credit card. You will also need to tick the consent box and advise if your child has any medical conditions of which we should be aware. Please ensure your child has any necessary personal medication that may be needed with them for the day. If your child is listed on school records as having asthma, they should have their inhaler with them at all times. Staff will make checks prior to the students going on the visit, and if they do not have their inhaler, they will need to stay in school. Payments will need to be received by Monday 1st December 2025.
The school reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip should a student’s behaviour be cause for concern over their ability to participate in a responsible and acceptable manner. The school also reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip if there are concerns with regard to health and safety.
