Dear Parent/Carer
We are planning to take our current year 10 GCSE Geography students on a field visit to Coleshill, to study the River Cole. The trips will take place on 7 May, and 14 May 2026. This trip will help students to complete fieldwork in preparation for their examinations. Students will carry out a geographical investigation to develop their skills in fieldwork, data collection and presentation, analysis and evaluation. All geography students will need to participate in this visit as fieldwork is a compulsory element of their GCSE course. 
· Students taught by Mrs Jafrate will go on Thursday 7 May
· Students taught by Miss Cole and Mr Kershaw will go on Thursday 14 May.

We will be travelling by coach, which will leave from school. The visit will take place during the school day, so students who travel to and from school by bus will be able to use the buses as normal. Students need not wear school uniform but must be appropriately dressed for the day. They will need to wear sensible, comfortable clothing, and bring a change of clothing and towel. They will be asked to participate in fieldwork which will be outside all day, next to a small section of the River Cole. They will need to wear wellington boots so they can access the shallow water to conduct a survey of the river channel. Without these boots, for health and safety reasons, they will not be able to take part in this task. In addition, please ensure your child is prepared for the weather, for example with waterproofs if needed, and/or suncream, and a hat.
Students will also need to bring a packed lunch, there will not be an opportunity to purchase food so please ensure your child has enough food and a drink to last for the whole school day. If your child is entitled to free school meals then a packed lunch/drink will be provided for them on the day.
To allow the trip to take place we are asking parents for a contribution of £18.50 Please note all trip payments are non-refundable unless the school has cancelled due to a trip being under-subscribed. If a student is eligible for pupil premium funding the cost is reduced to £9.25 
To enable your child to participate, please pay via ParentPay. You will also need to tick the consent box and advise if your child has any medical conditions we should be aware of. If your child is listed on school records as having asthma, they should have their inhaler with them at all times. Staff will make checks prior to the students going on the visit, and if they do not have their inhaler, they will need to stay in school. Payments will need to be received by 1st April 2026
The school reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip should a student’s behaviour be cause for concern over their ability to participate in a responsible and acceptable manner. The school also reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip if there are concerns with regards to health and safety.
