DEPARTURE DAY – MONDAY 13 JUNE

To manage the large number of students who will be arriving at school on Monday morning, we ask you to time your arrival so that we can manage the volume of vehicles arriving at school. If you can share transport, that would be of great help! Please drop off your child and then leave the site quickly to enable others to access the site after you. 

Students in Battlewell House – please arrive 8.00am
Students in Pear Tree House – please arrive at 8.10am
Students in Ringsbury House -  please arrive at 8.20am

All students should come to the Sports Hall once they have arrived on site. (Apologies – this is a change from the parent meeting as the hall will be in use for the rewards assemblies).  Students should make sure they are ready for the journey – for example, they have used the toilet and have all their belongings with them. All students should be at the Sports Hall by 8.30am at the latest.

PICK UP

We aim to arrive back at school at 4pm on Tuesday 14th July, so you will need to make arrangements to collect your child at this time. Please park in the main car park. Please note there is no late bus available on this day, and therefore students will not be able to use this service to get home. Please be punctual as some students can become anxious if they are left waiting for long periods of time after others have been collected. Trip staff will wait with students who have not been collected, but some will have their own family commitments to attend to after school hours and will need to leave.

KEEPING IN TOUCH

You will have made the school aware as to your choices regarding the use of your child’s image on social media when your child started at Bradon Forest. Please do let us know if you would like to update your choices at this point. 

SPENDING MONEY

We recommend students are always vigilant with their money/cards. A small amount of money is advised, for example, to purchase a souvenir or snack/ice cream at Corfe Castle. It may be possible to buy sweets at the camp site tuck shop if it is open.

LUGGAGE/KIT

Students are asked to bring a rucksack for the day activities, containing their water bottle, sunscreen, hat, packed lunch and towel/clothes if doing the water sports. They should also have their waterproof coat with them in case of rain. They should bring a holdall or small suitcase for their overnight items. They may wish to bring a self-inflating air bed, although sleep mats are provided. They will also need to bring a sleeping bag and pillow. If easier for your child, all items may be placed in a named, medium sized suitcase to save them struggling with numerous bags. A kit list was provided at the parent meeting and a paper copy given to students in a meeting on 17 June. It is attached with this letter.

CLOTHING

Students will need a change of clothes for the second day. We recommend comfortable layers such as t shirts, shorts, leggings or joggers. A warm hoodie or fleece would be useful for the evening in camp. They will need a swimming costume/shorts for wearing under the wetsuit, which is provided by Land and Wave. Students will need to wear old trainers for the water sports to protect their feet. Land and Wave have specified this due to health and safety. 

Please provide a large bin liner they can use to put their dirty/wet clothing in for the return journey.
Please refer to the kit list provided for advice on what to pack. It would also be useful to have a spare change of clothes just in case.

MEDICAL ISSUES

Please ensure we are made aware of any medical requirements for your child prior to our visit. You will by now have returned the medical form that was sent to parents in April. Please update us if any information changes between now and the trip.

Parents were given a medicine administration form at the parent meeting. Please return this to Miss Cole  as soon as possibly if your child will need medication of any kind while on the trip. If you were not at the meeting, the form has been sent with this letter. Students have also been given paper copies at a meeting on 17 June. If your child does not need any medication, please return the form, marking it “NIL RETURN”. 

Students listed on the school records as having asthma will be expected to always have their inhalers with them. Staff will make checks on departure day.  If your child does not have their inhaler, staff will need to speak to you to ascertain whether it is safe for your child to take part. Please inform Miss Cole PRIOR TO DEPARTURE if your child no longer suffers from asthma. 

Students listed on school records as having other conditions such as allergies and needing EpiPens or other medicines should also have these with them. Staff will also make checks on these before we depart and store medicines for safe keeping. 

In some cases it is useful for us to be able to arrange to meet with parents to talk through their child’s medical needs, both physical and mental, so we are better prepared to deal with any issues that might arise on the trip. If there is something that might affect your child’s health and wellbeing on the trip, we are keen to be able to support them, so please do get in touch.

There are a number of students with severe allergies on the visit, therefore we ask that you do not pack any products containing nuts. This includes foods with nut ingredients, but also toiletries or sunscreen, for example. We also ask that you do not pack aerosol spray toiletries such as deodorants, as we have several students with asthma.

MOBILE PHONE USE

Students and parents were advised at the parent meeting that students must not bring phones or devices. If we find phones we will confiscate these and return them to parents when we arrive home. The aim of the visit is to build independence and give students an opportunity to spend time together without the distraction of mobile devices.

BEHAVIOUR AND EXPECTATIONS

A reminder – 

Residential trips require students to demonstrate responsible and acceptable behaviour. The success of these visits is based on trust. Staff are working hard in the school holiday to make sure that students have the opportunity to travel. A proviso in the initial letter stated *.” The school reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip should a student’s behaviour be cause for concern over their ability to participate in a responsible and acceptable manner. The school also reserves the right to withdraw the offer of a place on the trip if there are concerns about health and safety”*
Therefore, students not demonstrating responsible and acceptable behaviour in school, will be monitored closely. If we deem that your child’s behaviour raises concerns, this could have implications for them being able to take part in the visit. To this end, we will continue monitoring the behaviour of the students taking part and will do so up until the trip departs. If we are concerned about your child’s behaviour prior to the trip, we will ask to have a meeting with you to discuss this and at this stage they could be in danger of being removed from the visit. I would like to point out that at this late stage, this would now have much greater financial implications regarding a refund. Student behaviour that takes place outside school and raises concerns regarding health and safety may also affect whether they will be able to go. 

While on the trip it is important that all students take note of the following simple but essential rules:  
· Always be punctual.
· Always keep your surroundings tidy.
· Do not shout or disturb other guests/visitors 
· Do not abuse the generosity of local inhabitants or Land and Wave/Corfe Castle staff.
· Be polite, and when required, patient.
· Be respectful to others throughout the visit.
· Follow carefully instructions given by staff 
· At night - be in your tent at the designated time and stay there. We need to be sure you are safe.
· Stay together. Never go anywhere on your own.

We must emphasise that we are travelling as a school party and we expect the rules to be observed by all. If they are abused by any member of the party, sanctions will be imposed. You and your child have been asked to sign and return a behaviour contract to Miss Cole prior to our departure. The behaviour contract is attached with this letter. Paper copies have been handed out at the parent meeting. Students have also been given paper copies at a meeting on 17 June.

We also wish to point out to all parents that damage, accidents or illness occurring as a result of drugs or alcohol is not covered under the terms of the insurance policy. If damage is caused during our stay, the Land and Wave manager will be informed and any necessary payments will be made to those involved. It is expected that parents will pay for any damage caused by their child. 

Students will be expected to be in their tents by 22.00hrs. It is important for students to be sensible and ensure they have a good night's sleep. It would be unfair for students to be up unnecessarily late as this affects those around them and staff who also need to be rested for the day ahead.
